Many female porn stars have
come forward with stories of
abuse they suffered on set

Lack of regulations
Until very recently, it was
extremely easy for revenge
porn, child pornography, and
other harmful content to
spread on sites like PornHub.
New site policies have made
this more difficult, but the
problem remains
